Suggested Plans for 2006

Rationale
We began the roles of Mission Coordinators in 2005 with two year contracts and 
the following two key aims:

1. To take on the planning, organisation and running of SGS Colleges Staff 
Induction Day Program and Staff Retreat Program

2. To develop Leadership Support Programs in the area of the Mission of 
SGS Colleges.

Planned Programs for 2006

Story and how this can help shape their roles within the colleges 

4. Conference for Mission / Staff Spirituality leaders from our SGS 
Colleges – Partners in Mission
2 day gathering held at the MSB Centre focusing on staff spirituality and 
mission development within our SGS Colleges. Input on the life and 
mission of SGS Colleges. Networking, sharing of ideas and resources.

5. Overseas Outreach Support – Experiencing SGS ministries in the 
world today
Working with Sr Mary MacDonald re the coordination of a SGS 
Teachers Immersion trip to the Phillipines
